= In 1795-1796 he was with the troops in
Little Russia, in the city of Tulchina, where he
wrote the book "The Science of Winning"

And epidemics and
diseases never broke out on his ships. Ushakov
also made a huge contribution to the military
science of strategy for commanding sailing
ships. In 2001 , the admiral was canonized as a
righteous warrior Fyodor Ushakov

Mikhail Illarionovich Kutuzov was an associate
and disciple of Alexander Suvorov, which was
clear from his career as a commander. Kutuzov
was the first full knight of the Order of St.
George. By passing all his achievements in the
Russian-Turkish wars, Mihai lllarionovich
managed to win a difficult victory over
Napoleon Bonaparte during the Patriotic War of
1812.

Pyotr Alexandrovich Rumyantsev

One of the best generals. He went through the
harsh school of the Seven Years' War (1756-
1763), where, with the rank of major General,
he successfully commanded the troops at Gross-
Egersdorf (1757) and Kunersdorf (1759), took
Kolberg in 1761. Thanks to these victories,
Rumyantsev became known as a commander of
the European level.

Under Peter 3, Rumyantsev has a large number
of privileges, and the most basic is becoming an
anshef general. After Catherine's accession to
the throne, he wanted to resign. But it was under
her that he became a count general-field marshal
